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POLICE
1. Talking to Police

You don’t need to speak with the police
unless you (a) are under arrest, (b) are
being given a ticket, (c) have been
pulled over, or (d) are in a public place
at night.

If the police try to speak with you, you can
ask “Am I under arrest or being
detained?” If they say no, it’s best to say
you don’t want to speak with them —
even if they seem to be just making
conversation (a tactic they use).

2. Providing Information

If you are being arrested or given a
ticket, the only information you’re
required to provide is: (a) your full
name, (b) your full address, and (c) your
date of birth.

Beyond this, you have the right to remain
silent, and it is best to do so until you
speak with a lawyer.
